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Our speaker for the September Historical Society meeting will
be Nancy Gibb, a designer and creator of early American Dolls.
Named one of the top 200 craftsperson’s in America by Early
American Life magazine for her quality workmanship and
fidelity to period design and construction techniques. Nancy
creates the dolls in her Jericho Mountain studio and she
exhibits and sells them at most all of the local festivals and craft
shows. Nancy’s Heritage Collection dolls measure eighteen to
twenty-four inches tall and are made from high quality muslin
which is needle sculpted. The form is then stiffened and sanded
to create the smooth skin texture necessary for facial features.
They are then painted and varnished to create the look of an
antique cloth doll. The clothing is made of traditional cotton,
linen, or wool and is faithful in design to the period. In addition
to her Heritage Collection is the Farmhouse collection which is
more primitive in style and dress. Come and hear a woderful
talk about the history of these dolls and how they are made. Our
meeting will be on Spetember 21st, 7:30 PM at the North and
Southampton Church (our temporary meeting place until
library renovations are complete) on Bristol road. All are
welcome, please bring a friend.

AUTUMN
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Oh, what memories I have when I look back at the many photos I have accumulated. In the November 1999 issue of the
HISTORIA I wrote about Miss Thut (Toot) our Home Economics teacher in the 1930’s and 40’s at the Richboro School.
This is when a beautiful addition was added to the rear of the brick building which was recently demolished. I can't tell
now what the dimensions of this room were but it consisted of a kitchen, a dining room and four working areas each
consisting of a stove, a sink, and drawers and cupboards that held all the utensils needed to teach the many high school
girls home economics. There were also four ironing boards which folded into the wall. Each of the four stations had four
stools that swung out beneath the drawers, also hidden were writing tables which could be pulled out beneath the four
large counters. Miss Thut's training certainly was very useful and much appreciated.Beneath the Home Economics room
there was a very large area which consisted of a shop and agricultural room..

In 1939, the Home Economics
girls prepared and served a full
Course dinner for the future
farmers. This particular night we
were able to serve 12-15 future
farmers and their fathers, their
teacher and a speaker. At the time,
Northampton Township consisted
completely of farms and it was
presumed that the girl students
would all become farmer's wives,
(this writer did marry the farmer I
am standing behind in the picture
at left.) I remember, having made a
quilt as a young girl and we had
room to setup the large quilting
frames in this room. When we had
time we would add a few stitches
on it. Even a few guys and teachers
did a stitch or two and I always
wished I had asked all to add their
initials.

When I last visited this school, both the large home economics room and the shop beneath had been divided into smaller
classrooms. The brick building and the stone building had been joined. I have preserved a brick from this great building and
each time I see it, so many memories keep flooding back even though it is long gone.

SCHOOL BELL ACQUIRED
In June, the Historical Society acquired an early 20th century school bell similar to the one that would have been housed within
the Cupola of the Richboro School. The Richboro School Bell appears to have been removed from the school many years ago.
Why it was removed and its present location is unknown. Although the recently obtained bell is likely not the original bell from
the school, plans are to have it restored and either installed or displayed within the school building following its renovations.

The acquired bell was manufactured by the C.S. Bell Company of Hillsborough, Ohio, a company that supplied many such
bells to public buildings throughout the country. In fact, a similar bell was used within the former Feasterville School, which is
presently on display at the Lower Southampton Library. Additional research will be conducted to determine its origins, the
results of which will be presented in more detail in a later issue of the HISTORIA. If you have any information concerning the
whereabouts of the original Richboro School Bell, we would definitely like to hear from you.
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Richboro School before it was partially demolished and moved in 2003. The oldest (stone) building at
the lower right was moved to the back of the property. The now demolished front brick structure to

the left of the stone structure was the first addition followed by the long front to back structure at the
far upper left. This is where the Home Economics and shop rooms were located. The lower level brick

structure at the back was the final addition. This was attached to the stone building by a walkway.
